Required for First Year M.A. in Diaconal Ministry students. Recommended for other     diaconal ministry, deaconess candidates, for associates in ministry, and for those exploring or interested in learning about diaconal ministry.

1 credit hour, credit/no credit only
OBJECTIVES:

1.  To appreciate the heritage of the diaconate in the historic, global, and ecumenical church.
2.  To further explore students’ callings to diaconal and deaconess ministry communally, and individually according to each one’s gifts.
3.  To probe scriptures for living images of servanthood.

4.  To develop a healthy theological grounding for diaconal ministry in the contemporary world, considering issues of suffering, power, healing and leadership as well as service. 
PROCEDURE:

Students will meet one hour a week (time to be arranged with the professor) for conversation, sharing of readings, and prayer. 
EVALUATION:

Evaluation will be based on full class participation, on completion of brief reports and on ability to reflect theologically on servant ministry.
