1 Semester Credit; Credit/No credit or Letter Grade

 (This course may be taken in connection with MN 360W “Our Calling in Education” and MN161W “Faith in Children, Youth, Family)

OBJECTIVES:

1. To explore how educational outreach can be an effective tool for evangelism.

2. To explore how evangelism can be enhanced by effective teaching and learning. 
3. To create and share resources for reaching youth and adults who do not know or do not understand the Christian Gospel.

4. To consider methods for teaching adults seeking to re-enter the faith community after having been away from the church for some time.

5. To appreciate how children and youth can reach out as evangelists and to create approaches to help them do so.

PROCEDURES:

The class will meet for four weeks for thee hours a week on Monday afternoons, Febuary 4, 11, 18, and 25 for discussion and experiential learning.  There will be opportunity for developing resources that participants can use in their various ministry settings and to share them with one another in class.  
EVALUATION:  

Evaluation will be based on full participation, on skill building in the arts of teaching and evangelizing and on preparation of a resource for ministry.  There will be greater emphases on skills for speaking than on writing
