OBJECTIVES:

1. To appreciate the rich reformation heritage of education in the Lutheran tradition.

2. To explore the broad range of educational ministry settings in the ELCA.
3. To examine the issues surrounding education in society today including debate over public education, charter schools, home schooling, and more. 

4. To explore ways to ensure quality education for all, regardless of race, ethnicity,   economic class and location.

5. To explore various educational ministry callings in the congregation and beyond.

PROCEDURES:

The class will meet for three hours for four weeks on Monday afternoons, April 14, 21, May 5 and May 12, from 1:30-4:20 for discussion and experiential learning.  Students will develop strategies and resources that they can use in their various ministry settings and share them with one another in the class.  There will be opportunity for students to explore the various educational ministry settings of the ELCA e.g. campus ministry, day schools, church-related colleges through interview or independent field trips.  

EVALUATION:  

Evaluation will be based on full participation, skill building in the arts of teaching and educational leadership and on preparation of strategies and resources for ministry. There will be greater emphases on skills for speaking than on writing.
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
